In 2002, we launched the
first Craftboston Spring show because we saw a need to showcase an ever-growing amount of talented craft
artists. In 2008, we produced the first Craftboston Holiday show. We are proud of the reputation our shows
have earned as premiere shows of contemporary art, craft and design.

In the early 1970’s we moved into our current Newbury Street location. Our space includes a street-level retail
craft store representing over 200 artists and a second floor gallery showing four curated exhibitions per year.

Our educational programs include artist lectures & presentations, day & weekend craft tours, and staff led tours
of our exhibitions for teens & adults. We also run staff led tours for guests who are blind, visually impaired,
deaf, and/or hard of hearing.

Our SAC Artist Awards Program includes administering the annual $25,000 John D. Mineck Furniture
Fellowship and awarding the biennial SAC Artist Awards, where three to four artists receive $3,000 each and
inclusion in the artist award exhibition.
